According to the law of oppostes, the libidinous desire of sexud fascination exclusvely
based on the naturd and sentimentd indinctive impulses predominate in the Casanova
type.

| understood everything with unlimited hgppiness. It is only by dimingting with the spear
the animd-like crestures which we dl have within and in which the Consciousness
deeps, that illumination comes.

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CHAPTER 5
THE LASCIVIOUSEGO

Brognoli explans in a very indructive way the extent to which the force of the formation
of Devil-Egos can reach what is cdled the ideo-plagtic, which means the excited sexud
representation of the sexud organ.

"Having dayed in Venice in 1664, a Vica-Generd of a Bishopric from the continent
cameto ask me for advice about the following matter:"

In a convent, there was a nun who was inclined to voluntary fasting and abstinence. Apart

from tha, she enjoyed reading profane books about transformations like the ones
peformed by Circe and other enchantresses, as wdl as by ancient Divinities who
transformed human beings into animalss, birds, serpents and spirits.

"Wdl you must know that | am the Angd caled Fasting and | come to you to thank you
and correspond with equal love to yours.

"Before, | was the son of a king. During the years of my youth, in the years you find
yoursdf now, | loved and gave mysdf up entirdy to fadting, though my father became
very upset and told me off.

"But |, paying no attention to any of his warnings, kept doing things & will, until one day,
in anger, he expdled me from the palace. But the Gods that | venerated condemned such
repudiation, received and transformed me into an Angd, giving me the name of Fadting. |
was aso given the Beulty of adopting the form of a young man, as you see me now, and
the gift of never growing old.

"I am dso gifted with such mohbility that in no time a dl | can trander mysdf invisbly
from one part of the world to another, only reveding mysdf to those who love me.

"Thus, having been told by the Gods that you have given me dl your love, | came to you
to express my gratitude and to remain with you and serve you in any way you please.

"For this reason | have travelled dl this way, let me then, deep in your bed tonight, if you
please. Do not be afraid of my company since | am afriend of chastity and modesty.”

The nun, greatly pleased and seduced by this speech, accepted the Angel into her bed.
The firgt night everything was fine, he did not move. However the second night, he began
to hug and kiss her as a sgn of gratitude and love. Never leaving her day or night, he
admonished her never to tell her secret to her confessor or anyone else.

He sarved her with great fervour and diligence and followed her everywhere. Findly in
the year 1664, gpproaching Jubilee Day, the nun suddenly fet very guilty and told
everything to her confessor who advised her to present the matter in confesson to the
Vicar-Generd of the Bishopric, so that he could provide whatever was necessary in the
purpose of liberating her from the devil.

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CHAPTER 6
EROS

Doctor Rouband says the following: "As soon as a virile member penetrates the entrance,
the Glans Penis rubs firdly agang the Clitoris which is to be found at the entrance to the
sexud cand and which, by means of its podtion and angle, can be yidding and pligble.
"After the initid excitation of both sengdtive centres, the Glans Penis glides over both lips
of the vulva, collum and corpus of the Penis will be enveloped by the protuberant parts of
the vulva. Once in, the Glans Penis advances further and comes into contact with the fine
and delicate surface of vaginad mucous, which is dadtic in response to the erected tissue
which is found between the vagind membranes.

"This dadticity, which alows the vagina to adgpt to the volume of the Penis, increases
dill more the dilation and therefore the sengtivity of the Clitoris, meanwhile it conveys
blood which is expelled from blood vessals in the vagina walsto the Clitoris and vulva

"Agan, dilaion and sengtivity of the Glans Penis are increased by compressive action
from vagind tissue, which each time becomes more swollen, and by the inner labia at the
entrance.

"Moreover, the Clitorisis pressed downwards by the anterior part of the COMPRESSOR
MUSCLE and encounters the dorsd surface of the Glans and of the Penis, agang which
they rub in such a way that every movement affects intercourse in both sexes. Findly the
voluptuous sensations (of the God Eros) are added leading to that elevated orgasmic stage
which on the one hand provokes gaculation and on the other places the semind fluid in
the depression in front of the cervix.

"When one thinks of the influence that temperament, conditution or other circumstance,
whether specid or everyday, have on sexud faculty, one is convinced that so far the
question of the difference in sensations of pleasure between both sexes, hasnt been
solved. One is even convinced that such a question, involving such diverse conditions, is
insoluble. This is s0 true that it even presents difficulties in trying to trace a complete
picture of genera manifedtaions in coitus whereas in one person the sensdaion of
pleasure fdt is a hardly perceptible vibration, in another it reaches the highest point of
exdtation, both mora and physicd.

"Between both exiremes there ae countless trangtions the acceeration of blood
circulation, vivid aterid pdpitations, blood being retaned in the vens by muscular
contraction, increesng generd body temperature. This blockage of vend blood is ill
more pronounced in the brain due to contraction of the neck muscles and the backward
inclination of the head, it causes momentary cerebrd congestion during which some
people lose their sense of reason and dl intdlectud faculties

"The eyes become bloodshot from the rush of blood from the conjunctiva, they become
fixed and have a blank look, or as in the mgority of cases, they are shut tight in order to
avoid thelight." (Thisis something that iswel documented).

"Some people become breethless, respiration is intermittent and interrupted in others due
to the spasmodic contraction of the larynx while air, having been retained for some time,
finaly seeks away out, mingled with digointed and incomprehersible words.

"As| have mentioned, congested nerve centres produce only confused impulses.
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"Movement and sensation show indescribable disorder; the limbs are caught in
convulson, a times they experience cramp adso; they move in dl directions or contract
and become numb like iron bars. The jaws tighten until the teeth grind, some reach so far
in their erotic ddirium that they completdy forget ther partner, biting the other's
shoulders until they draw blood in these spasms of pleasure.

"Thisfrenzied date, this epilepsy and delirium of Eros usudly lasts only a short time, but

long enough to completdly exhaust the organic energy of the intdlectud animd for
whom Sexud Magic is unknown. For him, such hyper-excitation has to conclude with a
more or less abundant loss of sperm, while for the woman, no matter how energeticaly
she participates in the sexua act, she suffers only a passng lasstude which permits her to
recuperate more rapidly and hence repesat coitus.”

Love begins with a glimmer of affection, is subgtantiated by the power of tenderness and
synthesized in adoration.

A pefect mariage is the union of two beings, one who loves the more, the other who
loves the better...

Love is the begt atainable reigion. To love? How beautiful it is to lovel Only the smple
and pure Souls know how to love. Love is nourished with love. Arouse the flame of the
gpirit with the power of EROS.

Since the bond of the sexes can be equivalent to an act of creation, connecting to the
potency and splendour of the first day, Luther dedgnates the sexua organs as the
bonestissimae et prasteantissimae partes corporis. Due to sn the most useful and honest
members were transformed into the most shameful.

Mohammed sad: "Coitus is an act pleasng even unto rdigion if, whenever it is caried
out, it is with an invocation to Allah and with ones own woman for reproduction.” (Or
better il for Sexud Transmutation.)

The KORAN says. "Go and teke for a wife a maiden whom you caress and who caresses
you, do not begin coitus without previoudy arousing yourselves with caresses.”

The prophet emphasizes thus. "Your wives are for you like ardble land. Go to them as
you please but beforehand perform an act of devotion. Fear God and do not forget that
one day you will bein his presence.

The author of EL-KTAH, a highly respected work in the Arab world, continualy
dorifies coitus For him this is "the most magnificent and sacred hymn of prase, the
noblet desre of man and his femde companion after primitive union and paradisan
ddights”

This famous Theologian frequently emphasized the Divine and sublime character of the

cana act. Furthermore, he takes a decisgve postion agang the vulgar and profane
populace who only satisfy bestid voluptuousness.
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"Those" he says, "have neither understood nor seen that Love is the Fiat Lux of the
Book of Moses, the Divine mandate, the Law for al continents, seas, worlds and space.”

And in his subsequent explanation, the author of EL-KTAH revedls a primitive esoteric

science, in which, the physica union of a man and a woman is degp down a supernatura
act, a reminiscence of paradise, the most beautiful of dl the hymns d praise directed by
the creature to the Crestor; it is the Alpha and the Omega of al creation.

Sheikh Nefrani puts these words into the mouth of a sage "Woman resembles a fruit
whose aroma is firg inhded when she is taken by the hand. If, for example, the herb basl
is not warmed in the hand, its scent is not gpparent; amber gives off its fragrance only
when warmed. This is wdl known. Likewise with a woman, when you want to exced in
the act of loving, fird you must warm her heart with dl the prdiminaries to the art of
love with kisses, embraces and gentle nibbling.

"The pillow of Jade (Yu-Chen) is found in the
lower part of this region, a the back of the head. The so cdled "pillow bone' is the
Occiput (ChentKu).

This point should not be confused with the acupuncture point of the same name.

"The lower region incdudes the region of cinndbar (Tum-Tien), which we shdl ded with
later on. In this location, genitd activity is represented by the two kidneys, the fire of the
tiger

(Yang) on the left and the fire of the Dragon (Ying) on the right.

"Sexud union is symbolized by a couple a young man leads a white tiger and a young
woman rides upon a green dragon; lead (masculine dement) and mercury (feminine
element) are about to be combined. As soon as they are united, the young couple cast
their essence into a bronze cauldron, the symbol of sexud activity. However, the genitd
fluids, particularly the sperm (Tsng), are neither diminated nor logt but can return to the
brain viathe vertebra column, by the grace of which the course of life is recouped.

"The bads of these Taoist sexud practices is coitus reservatus, whereby the sperm which
has to descend from the brain as far as the progtatic region (but which has not been
gaculated), returns to its origin; this is desgnaed as the return of substance (Huar+
T4ng).

"Whatever might be the objections formulated in the face of the truth of this return, it is
noless certain that the Taoists understood the cerebral dominion over the eementd
indincts, which maintains the levd of genetic exctaion beow the threshold of
gaculation. They gave a new manner to the sexua act and a digtinct purpose to
fertilization.”
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The esoteric VIPARITAKARANI teaches scientificaly how the Hindu Yogi, instead of
gaculating his semen, makes it rise dowly, through concentration. Thereby a sexudly
united man and woman can diminate the anima Ego.

The ancient Greeks knew precisdy the essentid relaionship between Death and the
Sexud act; in Eros they represented the Genie of Desath, the God holding an inverted
torch in his hand was the bearer of Degth.

Since the most profound and primitive force in dl men is sexud, it is consgdered by the
Tantras to be the cosmogonic Eros, the igneous serpent of our magic powers.

Contrary to violating our innermost essence, by being involved in brutd ludtfulness or
becoming organicdly numb in a spaam which lagts for only a few seconds the
practitioner takes on the power of his persond Divine Mother Kundaini, fusng with her
into one unity and diminating an Ego, that is to say, this or that psychologica defect
which has previoudy been understood in depth.

Only with death comes the new. In this way Eros, with his inverted torch, reduces to
cosmic dust dl the aggregate Psyches, which together condtitute the EGO.

Feared by al Demons, he lives as a Lord of Sdvation in complete blessedness escaping
the law of rebirth because through long and awesome work with Sexud Magic he has
harnessed the formidable dectrical power of Eros, not for the bestid kind of satisfaction,
but to reduce the PLURALIZED EGO to dust.
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CHAPTER 7
LUSTFUL EGOS

It should not be surprisng that because of the excessve limitations imposed by the
Catholic Church on the mord life of the people through multiple prohibitions during the
now disgppeared age of Pisces that Satan, as the living incarnation of the most bedtial
aopetites, occupied in a peculiar manner the fantases of those people who were
redrained from free reationships with other human beings, bedieving in the obligation of
avirtuouslife

lustful Ego that after having played the zither used to lose itsdf in the body of its owner
that laid in the bed.

The poor nun, with her ancestrd sexua passons which were compulsorily restrained,
how much she had to suffer!

The sexud power of that unfortunate nun was amazing! Ingead of cregting Demons in
the nunnery, she could have diminated the submerged beests with the spear of Eros, if
she had followed the path of Perfect Matrimony.

The roya doctor, Wyer, later describes a case that shows the "erotomania’ of the nuns of
Nazareth, in Cologne:

"For many years these nuns had been assailed by dl kinds of digbolicd plagues. In 1564
a paticularly appdling scene took place. The nuns were thrown to the ground, in the
posture of the carna act keeping their eyes closed throughout the time that they remained
like that."

(The closed eyes rdiably indicate the sexua act with a Demon; in other words,
sdlfcopulation with the lustful Ego projected onto the exterior by the subconscious.)

"A fourteen year old girl," says Wyer, "who was secluded in the cloister was the one who
firs gave anindication of the meatter.

"She had often experienced rare phenomena in bed, giving hersdf away with her muffled
giggles, and though she tried to keep the imp away with a blessed dtole, he came back
every night.

"It was decided that a nun should share the bed with her © as to help her defend hersdf,
but the poor woman was terrified as soon as she heard the noise of the struggle.
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"Findly, the young girl became completdy possessed and was pitifully atecked by
gpasms.

"When under attack, she apparently became deprived of sght and athough she seemed to
have hold of her senses and gppeared well, she pronounced strange, uncertain words that
indicated her desperation.

"l investigated this phenomenon in my capacity as doctor of the cloiger on 25th May
1565 in front of the noble and discreet H. H. Condantine Von Lyskerken, honourable
adviser and the teacher John Alternau, former dean of Clewe. The teacher John Esht, well
known doctor of medicing, and findly my son, smilarly a doctor in phamacology and
philosophy were aso present.

"l read, on this occasion, terrible letters that the girl had written to her suitor. None of us
doubted for a minute that they had been written by the possessed girl during her attacks.

"It was understood that the origin of the maiter lay with some young men who had been
playing bdl in the immediate surroundings and had established amorous reaionships
with a number of the nuns, later scding the wals to enjoy their loved ones.

"Once this had been discovered, the way was blocked. But then the Deuvil, the juggler,
tricked the fantasy of the poor nuns by assuming the form of their friends (becoming a
new lustful Ego) and made them enact that awful comedy before everyone's eyes.

"l wrote letters to the convent, in which | exposed everything and prescribed suitable and
chrigtian remedies so that they could resolve the unfortunate affair.

"Here the Juggler Devil was nothing more than a particularly exacerbated sexud energy,
which from the minute it was not occupied with the dedings of the young men, assumed
ther form in the fantasy in such a vivid way tha the apparent redity that the act
possessed, precisdly perhaps because of the nun's isolation, produced the most intense
forms in regpect of yearning for the opposte sex. These forms evocatively seduced the
interior eye of the unleashed indinct which, to explain, had to carry the can for the
Devil "
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CHAPTER 8
THE EGO OF SORCERY

The wise author of the book Specimen of British writers, Barnett, presents an
extraordinary case of Sorcery:

"Hfty years ago there was an old woman who lived in a village in the county of Somerset
and who was generdly consdered to be awitch.

"Her body was withered and bent over with age, and she walked on crutches.

"Her voice was hollow and myderious but feigned solemnity. A peneraing gleam
gprang from her eyes and silenced, from fear, the people upon whom she gazed.

"Unexpectedly a young and hedthy man of about twenty one years old and from the
same locdity, began to have persgent nightmares that affected his hedth. Within three
or four months he became pae, wesk and thin, with dl the symptoms of a life that was
about to drain away.

"Neither he nor his family and friends doubted the cause and after holding consultation,
he decided to keep watch for the witch.

"The following night, a about half past deven, he noticed some soft, sedthy steps on the

dairs.

"Once the frightening being had arived in the room, she went to the foot of the bed,
climbed upon it and dowly pulled hersdf towards the young man.

"He dlowed her to reach his knees and then seized her hair with both hands, holding her
with convulsve drength. At the same time he cdled his mother who dept in the next
room, to bring alight.

"Whilg the mother went to look for a light, the young man and the unknown being were
gruggling in the darkness, both of them rolling violently about on the floor. When the
fird glimmer of light appeared on the dars, the woman broke loose from him with
supernatural strength and disappeared, in aflash, from hissght.

"The mother found her son danding, gill panting due to his efforts, and holding a bunch
of hair in his hands.

"When this phenomenon was rdlated to me" says Barnett, "l asked the young man out of
curiogty from where he had got the har." The answer was, 'It was clumsy of me not to
have managed to keep hold of her; it would have better proved the identity of the person.
'However, during the whirl of sensations | made her fal to the floor, and the witch, whose
har | 4ill had hold of, was very careful not to gopear in my sght again nor to come to
trouble me at night anymore because she received a very good thrashing.

It was drange,’ he added, ‘that whilst | had hold and was struggling with her, athough |
knew who she was, her breathing and her whole body seemed to be that of ayoung girl.'

"The man who experienced this occurrence is gill aive; he has recounted this episode to
me more than once, besdes, | can certify to the authenticity of the matter, believe what
you like"

Commenting on this case the wise Wddemar says. "This account contains two important
points. Firdly, the young man knew for sure that his nightmare was caused by the witch
who lived locdly. He knew this witch from brief encounters during the day and at night
in her agrd vists.
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"Secondly the witch bent over as she was by age and supported by crutches transformed
hersdf over severd months into the image of a sprightly young girl, whilst he was getting
weaker and wasting away. Where could the cause br the evident rguvenation of the old
woman lie?

"To answer this quedtion,” continues Wddemar, "we must keep in view the mechaniam
of the Eidolon, the double.

"The aura that surrounds and envelopes human beings dso represents an accurate
reflection of the body in such a way that its defects and wesknesses can be found to
correspond exactly.

The "double body" presents, so to spesk, increased evidence, which, for example, can
often be seen in serioudy wounded people who, years after a limb has been amputated,
can fed intense pain as though that limb il existed.

"This invulnerable completeness of the double body is founded in the "creator principle’,
in that the form given by Nature, the intringcality of each being, is contained in a kind of
primary germ.

"In this, as in the acorn in which is contained the dructure of a complete treg, is
conceded the living image of its being.

"Through many fdse actions and deviations the vibrant astra tissue which is connected
to the primitive bodly, reflects itsdlf during the course of life”

'In relation to "primitive bodies’ we would like to point out that professor Hans Spemann
of the Universty of Edinburgh received the Nobd Prize for Medicine and Psychology in
transcendentd  dudies for verification of the exitence of an active sculptor of life, a
"chemicd ideo-plagtic’ that forms the protoplasm according to a predetermined image
during the first stages of embryonic development.

"From the results of Spemann's studies, Professor Oscar E. Shotte of Yde Universty
managed to demondrate through experiments with salamanders that the sculptor of life
does not disgppear in any way during embryonic development, as Spemann had thought,
but is present throughout the whole life of the individud.

"A gmdl piece of tissue from any normd wound of a man and grafted onto living, virgin
ground could completely recongtruct an identica cresture to the wounded man in
guestion. Maybe laboratory experiments in cloning could one day, in unsuspected
proportion, reproduce the results of Professor Shotte.

It is obvious that the abominable harpy of this gory story could through some method of
suction or vampirism absorb the vitdity of the young man and transplant it within her
own "primitive body" in a way unknown to common people. Only in this way can the
unusud rguvenation of the old woman's body be scientifically explained.

Unquestionably the "chemica ideo-plagtic' once impregnated by the vitdity of the young
man, managed to recongruct the invalid organism of the old woman.

The principd capitd of these dbominationsisin Sdamanca, Spain.

The famous Klingsor cadlle lies there - that hal of sorcery - Sanctuary of darkness
suitably mentioned by Richard Wagner in his Parsifd.

God and Holy Virgin May bless ud If people were told this, they would search for

She should aso
find hersdf in the Stuation to equdly trandform the fire of her sexud power and be able
to conduct it to superior centres of the body.

By making the semen ascend in the body, thet is to say, by making it flow back inwards
and upwards ingtead of spilling it, by reverting the drops which the ignorant and profane
assign to the woman's uterus, the ethered flame of semen begins to act, the Igneous
Serpent of our magica powers through which we can and must reduce the anima Ego to
dust.

In the ANANGARANGA of KAYANAMALLA we have found the following TANTRIC
ASANA.
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UTTANA - DANDA

The man kneds and bends over the woman who is lying on her back. There are ten
generdly preferred varieties of this posture.

a.- The man positions the prone woman's legs over his shoulders and joins with her ashe

leans toward her.

b.- With the woman lying on her back the man arranges himself between her legs, raising

them until they touch his chest and unites her.

c.- The woman keeps one leg extended on the carpet or bed, and places the other on the
man's head; this pogition is especidly stimulating in erotic sensation.

d.- The Kama-Rati pogtion: The man sStuated himsdf between the woman's legs and
outstretches her ams with his hands asfar as possible.

e.- During the sexud act, the woman raises both legs up to the man's chest with him
between her thighs. This is one of the postures preferred by connoisseurs in the art of
love.

f.- The man knedls before the woman who is stretched out on her back, he then puts his
hands under her back and lifts her towards him, whilst she draws him towards her with
her hands entwined behind his neck.

g- The man places himsdf between the woman's hips and her pillow-bone (occiput at
back of head) so that her body is raised forming an arch. Knedling upon a cushion, the act
is performed in this most appreciated postion in which both participants experience the
grestest enjoyment.

h.- Whilg lying on her back, the woman crosses her legs and lifts her feet a little. This
posture vividly rouses lovesfire.

i.- Lying down on the bed or carpet the woman aranges one leg on her companion's
shoulder, keeping the other outstretched.

j.- After introducing his penis, the man lifts the woman's legs and laying them on his
shoulders, closely hugging her hips.

In the VIPARITAKASANI it says "This practice is most excdlent, the cause of
liberation for the Y ogi; this practice brings hedth and grants perfection to a'Yogi.

"The VIRA-SADHAKA or HERUKA condders the Universe itsdf as the place of
liberation.

He knows how to live wisdy, with his dght st on infinite truth, he is aove suspicion
and reproach. By the evidence of "Saham" (I am it, that is to say, the power; without
doubt penetrated by it) free from al ties to Samsara, master of his senses, proceeding to
the PANCATATWA Ritud.

"This word desgnaes the five dements. ether, ar, fire, waier and eath. They ae
conddered to be the diverse origins of the manifestation of SHAKTI (Kundaini). Cosmic
power is contained within the five and the VIRA-SADHAKA carries out the task of
resurrecting the primary nature of those dements as an "act of power" so as to promote
the first-born of cregtion, SHIVA Himsdf.

Evidently, the intringc need for gradua ascenson toward the transcendenta origins of
universd life stands out with complete absolute clarity.

Such an ascension is going to have as its base the organic nature of the Pentad.
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With respect to the organic subject, ether is encountered as being closdy related to
woman or to sexudity (MAITHUNA); ar to wine (MADYA); fire to meat (MAMSA);
water to fish

(MATSYA) and earth to ceredls (MUDRA).

Thus, by the intdligent enjoyment of the five "M's' (woman, wine, meeat, fish and
cereds) we invoke the power (SHAKTI) of the ements, bringing it to the present within
ourselves here and now.

KARMA-YOGA, the path of the straight line, hasits foundationsin the Law of Baance.

How can we exercise power with regd mastery over the AKASA TATWA with the
excluson of SAHAJA MAITHUNA (Sexud Magic)!

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By what method or manner can we acquire the miraculous igneous powers of the Tegas
Tawa if we make the mistake of renouncing the carnivorous dement? Unfortunately, the
human multitude either becomes radicaly vegetarian or turns dmost cannibaigtic.

It is obvious that in
fish a secret is found which dlows us to control storms and wak on water. Unfortunately,
people either hate seafood or eat too much of it.

Men who have passed beyond the age of fifty, are amply advised to obey the magnetic
creative pause which Nature establishes in their physiology of Eros.

These people, even though they want to practice Sexua Magic, must learn to wait for the
gppropriate moment; it is absurd to force the sexua organs or to undertake copulation
with a deficient erection.

People of advanced years should never worry; it is obvious that Nature aso establishesin

them their sexuad "PLUS' and "MINUS', their periods of activity and repose.

The magnetic credtive pause aso resolves the somehow deficient function of the genitds
and the chakras or sympathetic plexus provided by them.

CHAPTER 18
MAGNETIC INTERCHANGE

In chemicd copulation, in metgphyscad coitus, during Sahga Maithuna, maximum erotic
sensation is experienced in five minutes.

Dynamic magnetic flames surround the couple during sexud trance like an undulaing
seaof apurple red profoundly divine gas.

The Serpentine Fire, the Igneous Serpent of our magic powers, deeps coiled three and a
haf times indde the Chakra Muladhara which is situated in the coccyx bone.

If we reflect very serioudy upon the exiding intimate reaionship between the "S' and
"TAO", CROSS OR "T", we come to the logicd concluson that only through the
SAHAJA MAITHUNA (Sexud Magic) can the snake creator awake.

The KEY, the SECRET which has been published in dmost adl my previous books,
condgts of never in life spilling the Vessd of Hermes (the Ens Seminis) during sexud
trance.

The connection of LINGAM-YONI (phdlus-uterus) without ever gaculaing thet liquid,
flexible, malesble, transparent (the Ens Seminis) because in this aforementioned
subgtance, which fornicators miserably spill, is found in a latent gate dl the Ens Virtutis
of Fire.

OM, obedient to the Goddess, who resembles a wondrously adorned Serpent adeep in the
Swayambhulingam, she enjoys the beloved and other raptures. She is ceptivated by the
wine and radiates with millions of rays. She will be awvoken during SEXUAL MAGIC by
ar and fire with the mantras YAM and DRAM and by the mantra HUM (pronounced
Hooooooom).

Chant these mantras in the precious moments when the phalus is ingde the uterus, in this
way will we awaken the Igneous Serpent of our magic powers.

. A. O. (pronounced Eeeeeeeee, Aaaazaagh, Ooooooooh) is the basc mantra
fundamentad to the SAHAJA MAITHUNA, intone each letter separately, prolonging its
sound when working in the laboratorium oratorium of the THIRD LOGOS (in full
metaphysica intercourse).

The sexud transmutetion of Ens Seminis into cregtive energy is a legitimate axiom of
Hermetic wisdom.
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The polarization of this type of cosmic energy within the human organiam, was from
ancient times very caefully andysed in the Initiation Schools of Egypt, Mexico, Greece,
India, Persiaetc.

The miraculous ascenson of seminad energy to the brain is possble owing to a certain
par of nerve cords in the shape of an eight, which unwind splendidly round to the right
and left of the spind column,

We have come then to the Caduceus of Mercury, with the Spirit's wings wondrously
open...

The aforementioned pair of nerve cords can never be encountered with the scapd. These
two threads are much more of an ethered, four dimensiona nature.

Without doubt those are the two witnesses of the Apocadypse of Saint John; the two
olives and the two candlesticks which are before the God of the World.

In the sacred country of the Vedas, this pair of nerves are traditiondly known by the
sanskrit names of Ida and Pingda. The first being connected to the left nogtril, the second
to theright.

It is clear that the first of these two Nadis is of a lunar nature and evidently the second is
of asolar type.

Many Gnogtic students may be a little surprised to learn that Ida has a cold and lunar
nature and with its rootsin the right testicle.

The information that Pingda is an exclusvey solar type and actudly darts from the left
tedicle can seem a little unusua and peculiar to many disciples in our Internationa
Gnogtic Movement.

However we should not be surprised because everything in Nature & based on the law of
polarities.

The right testicle meets its opposite pole precisaly at the left nogtril.

The |eft testicle meetsiits perfect opposte pole at the right nostril.

Gnodtic esoteric physiology teaches us tha in the femae sex the two witnesses start from
the ovaries.

Undoubtedly, in women the arangement of this par of "Temple Olives' is harmonioudy
inverted.

Ancient traditions that emerge as if by magic from the deep night of al ages, say tha
when the solar and lunar aoms of the seminal system make contact in the Tribeni near
the coccyx, then dectric induction, a third force of magic type awakens. | refer to the
KUNDALINI, the mygtic Fire of the Gnostic AHRAT through which we can reduce the
animal EGO to cosmic dust.

It is written in the age old texts of ancient wisdom that the inferior orifice of the spind
cord in ordinary people is hermeticaly sedled. It is opened by semind vapours so that the
Sacred Snake can get through.

All dong the spind cord a mavelous interplay is processed of various canads which
permeate and interpenetrate one another without confusion because they are located in
different dimensons.

It is not superfluous to mention the glorious Sushumna, the famous Chitra, Centrdis and
Brahmanadi. Unquestionably from the laiter ascends the Blazing Fire.

When deding with truth, we must be very honedt. It is certainly a terrible lie to venture to
sy that after having incarnated the JVATMA (THE BEING) in the heart, the Sacred
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Serpent embarks upon a return journey to the CHAKRA MULADHARA and is re-
enclosed.

It is a dreadful fasehood to affirm before God and humanity that the Igneous Serpent of
our magic powers, after enjoying its union with PARAMASHIVA, crudly separates
initiating its journey down to the centre of the coccyx.

Such a fad return, such a descent to MULADHARA, is only possble when the Initiate
Foills the semen in the act of intercourse and thereby loses the flaming sword and fals
head-1ong into the abyss beneeth the terrible ray of Cosmic Judtice.

The ascenson of the KUNDALINI dong the spind cord is achieved very dowly in
accordance with the heart's merits The fires of the heat control the miraculous
development of the Sacred Serpent.

DEVI KUNDALINI is not something mechanicd as many suppose; the Igneous Serpent
is only awakened with genuine Love between husband and wife and it will never rise up
aong the medullar cand of adulterers.

In a previous chapter of this book reference was made to three types of seducers. Don
Juan Tenorio, Casanova and the Devil.

The third is obvioudy the most dangerous. We must therefore not be surprised that this
class - the diabalic type - under the pretext of practicing the SAHAJA MAITHUNA,
Seduces many naive young women.

It is wel to know tha when Hadit, the Winged Serpent of Light, awakens to begin its
course up aong the spind cord, a myserious sound is emitted very similar to that of any
viper when teased with a stick.

The diabolic type whose seduction is here, there and everywhere under the pretext of
working in the NINTH SPHERE, who abandons his wife because he thinks she will not
be useful to him for the work in the FIERY FORGE OF VULCAN, instead of awakening
Kunddini, will awaken the abominable organ KUNDARTIGUADOR.

A certain Initiate whose name will not be mentioned in this Tregtise, commits the error of
dtributing to the KUNDALINI dl the sniger qudities of the abominable organ
KUNDARTIGUADOR.

It is evident that such an eror causes very serious damege among the circles of
pseudoesotericists and pseudo- occultists.

It is urgent to understand without delay thet it isimpossible to diminate dl the brawling,

loud- mouthed EGOS we carry within if we do not call on the help of KUNDALINI.

The Initiate who commits the crime of dedaing himsdf agang KUNDALINI a an ill-
fated moment, will be punished accordingly by the Judges of the Law of KATANCIA. (I
refer to the judges of Superior Karma, before whom the Magters of the White Lodge
appear.)

In the name of THAT which has no name, | say: KUNDALINI is the MYSTIC
DUALITY, GOD-MOTHER, ISIS, MARY or, better caled, RAM-10, ADONIA,
INSOBERTA, REA, CIBELES, TONANZIN, etc - the transcendentd unfolding of every
Divine Monad in the very depths of our BEING.

Andysng the roots | carify: The word KUNDALINI comes from two terms, KUNDA
and LINI

KUNDA: reminds us of the abominable organ KUNDARTIGUADOR.

LINI: Atlantean word sgnifying the END.

KUNDALINI: the end of the abominable organ KUNDARTIGUADOR.
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It is obvious that with the ascent of the Sacred Hame dong the medullar cand, the organ
of abominations reaches its end, and concludes the blind force of Fohat.

This negaive Fohat is the sniser agent in our organism through which the ideo-plagtic
becomes a series of Egos which personify our psychological defects.

When the Fire is cast downwards from the Chakra of the COCCYX, the tail of Satan
appears - the abominable organ KUNDARTIGUADOR.

The hypnotic power of the organ of Aqudares holds the human multitude adegp and
depraved.

Those who commit the crime of practicing BLACK TANTRISM (SEXUAL MAGIC
WITH SEMINAL EJACULATION), evidently awaken and develop the organ of all
fatdities

Those who betray ther Guru or Mader, even if practicing WHITE TANTRISM
(WITHOUT SEMINAL EJACULATION), will obvioudy set the organ of dl evils in
action.

Such sinister power opens the seven doorways of the lower abdomen (the seven infernd
Chakras) and converts usinto terribly perverse demons.
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CHAPTER 25
THE SEMINAL PEARL

In this chepter of the Chrismas Message 1971-72, we arive a something very
distressng which cannot be emphasized enough and which we have been able to verify
through many years of constant observation and experience.

In plan language, | wish to refer to Mythomania, a marked tendency amongst people
affiliated to various metaphysica schools.

Apparently very draghtforward people, after hdlucinations, become Mythomaniacs
overnight.

Without doubt such people with subjective psyches dmost dways manage to take many
who are unwary by surprise, they in their turn becoming followers

The Mythomaniec is like a wdl without foundaions, a light push is enough for it to
become rubble.

The Mythomaniac believes that occultism islike the twinkling of an eye and overnight he
declares himsdlf to be Mahaetma, a resurrected Master, Hierophant, etc.

The Mythomaniac generdly has impossble lures and invaiadly suffers from what is
cdled "DELUSIONS OF GRANDEUR".

This type of people present themsdves as reincarnaions of Maders or fabulous
legendary heroes from fiction.

However, it is clear that we must place emphasis on something that deserves explanation.

Egotis centres of the anima subconscious which in  interchangesble reations follow
determined menta groups, can through association and imaginary reflexes rouse
something like "spirits' which are dmogt invaridbly only illusory forms personifications
of the same PLURALIZED EGO.

It is not unusua for some aggregate psyche to assume a " Jesus Chrigtian” form in order to

issue false oracles..

Any of these many entities which in conjunction conditute that which is cdled EGO can,
if it so wishes, acquire the form of a Mahatma or Guru and so when the dreamer returns
to adtate of wakefulness, will say of himsdf, "l am Sdf-Redlized, | am aMagter.”

It must be observed with respect to this matter that in the subconscious of al people lies
the latent tendency to take advantage of personification.

This then is the classcd reason for which many Asatic GURUS forewarn dl possble
forms of SELF-DECEIT, beforeinitiating their disciplesin Transcendentd Magic.

A monk visted T'a-Shan, who shut the door in his face. The monk knocked on the door
and T'a-Shan asked: "Who is it?" The monk answered, "The Lion's Cub." Then Ta-
Shan opened the door and jumped onto the monk's neck whilst shouting "Animd! Where
will you go now?" The monk did not reply.

The term "Lion's Cub" is used by Zen Buddhists to describe a disciple who is capable of
understanding True Zen. When the Maders praise a disciples comprehension, or they
wish to test him, thisterm is usualy employed.

In this case, the monk presumptuoudy names himself the Lion's Cub, but when T'a-Shan
tests him, treating him like a red Lion's Cub as he clambered onto his neck and asked an
esoteric question, the monk did not know how to answer.

This is evidence that the monk lacked the authentic understanding which he pretended to
OSSESS.

Such a monk was in fact a man whose consciousness was adegp, was sncerely mistaken,
aMythomaniac.

One day, in the Monastery of Nan Chuan, monks from the east wing had a fight with
those from the west wing over possesson of a cat. All of them gathered round Nan
Chuan for him to officiate asjudge.

Brandishing a Knife in one hand and the cat in the other, Nant+ Chuan sad: "If any of you
can guess what has to be said, the cat will be saved, otherwise, 1 will cut it in two." Not
one of the monks knew what to say. And so, Nart+ chuan killed the cat.

That night when Chao Chou returned to the Monagtery, Nan+ Chuan asked him what he
would have said if he had been present. Chao Chou took off his straw sandas, placed
them on his head and went away. Then Nan-Chuan commented: "Oh! if you had been
here the cat would have been saved.”

Chao Chou was obvioudy a man of awakened Consciousness, agenuine llluminati.

It is impossble to awaken the consciousness, making it totaly objective, without
previoudy eiminaing the subjective dements of perception. Such sub-humaen dements
ae formed by the whole multiplicity of brawling, loud-mouthed Egos that in conjunction
conditute the "EGQO", the"MY SELF".

The ESSENCE, imprisoned within dl the subjective, incoherent entities, deeps
profoundly.

The annihilation of each one of these sub-human entities is essentid to liberate the
Essence.

Only by the emancipation and consequent awakening of the Essence, does Enlightenment
come.

Hindustani Yogis try to awaken Consciousness through the KUNDALINI; unfortunately
they do not teach the didactics, the procedure.

They say that when the KUNDALINI deeps coiled within the Chakra Muladhara, man is
awakened in this vde of tears This is a absolutdy fdse because the intelectud
humanoid wherever found, whether in the physica world or in the superior dimensions of
Nature, is dways adeep.

They sy that when the KUNDALINI weakes, man deeps in this bitter land, loses
Consciousness of the world and penetrates into his causd body. Such an affirmation is
profoundly utopian for two reasons.

1) The three-brained, three-centred biped migakenly cdled man, is dways adeep here
and now, not only has he dready lost planetary Consciousness, furthermore - and this is
worse - he continues to degenerate.

2) The raiond animd has no Causd Body, he mugt fabricate it through Sexud Alchemy
in the Fery Forge of Vulcan.

The most important principle is that, when the KUNDALINI is awakened, it ceases to be
as a datic power and is transformed into a dynamic potency.

To learn to manage the active power of KUNDALINI is imperative in order to awaken
Consciousness.

At the heght of chemicd intercourse we mugd intdligently direct the rays of
KUNDALINI agang the Red Demons (Egos) within which the ESSENCE, the
CONSCIOUSNESS is unfortunately trapped.
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The hunter who wants to catch ten hares at the same time, catches nothing; so aso the
Gnogtic who yearns smultaneoudy to diminate the various Egos, fals lamentably.

Esoteric work which is directed towards the dissolving of any psychologicd defect, is a
veritable riddle, not only must we previoudy understand the defect in question in each
and every subconscious leve of the mind, moreover we must eiminate each of the Egos
which characterize it.

By any reckoning, it is outdandingly clear that very lengthy and patient work is
necessary for the dimination of any psychologica defect.

Many aspirants who have arived in this three-dimensond Euclidesn world absolutdly
chagte, faled miserably in the supersengtive worlds when put to the test; demondrating
with conclusive and definitive facts that they were fornicators and adulterers.

Any psychologica defect can disgppear from the intellectud zone and continue existing
in the various regions of the subconscious.

Someone could be an honourable person in this physicd world and ever as far as the forty
elghth subconscious zone and nonethelessfall in the forty ninth.

Now our beloved readers must reflect and understand how difficult it is to awaken the
Consciousness, to become a"Lion's Cub”, understand True Zen and experience TAO.

It is not so easy to awaken the Consciousness, it is necessary to liberate the Essence, to
remove it from within its subconscious (hebitation), to destroy such habitats, turning
them to dust. Thisisagradua process, very dow, painful and difficult.

The amount of liberated ESSENCE is proportionate to the percentage of increased
Consciousness.

The intellectud humanoids mistakenly called men in truth possess only three per cent of
Consciousness, if they had even ten per cent, wars would be impossible on the face of the

Earth.

The origind ESSENCE which is liberated a the beginning of the process of Degth is
unquestionably that becomes THE SEMINAL PEARL. Thisisthe mathematica point of
Consciousness mentioned in the gospe of Tao. Here the Mystery of the Golden Blossom
begins.

The Mythomaniac boasts of being Enlightened without having liberated the ESSENCE,
without even possessing the SEMINAL PEARL.

People with subjective psyches are absolutdy utopian. They mistakenly suppose that they
can be Enlightened without having achieved the death of the EGO in a radicd and
definitive way.

These people do not want to understand that by being self-imprisoned, genuine, objective
Enlightenment is completely impossible.

It is obvious that when the ESSENCE is bottled up within the PLURALIZED EGO, sdf
imprisonment exists.

The imprisoned ESSENCE only functions in accordance with its own conditioning. The
EGO is SUBJECTIVE and SUB-HUMAN. Obvioudy the perceptions that the Essence
receives through the senses of the PLURALIZED EGO are deformed and absurd.

Thisinvites us to comprehend how difficult it isto reach true objective Enlightenment.

The price of Enlightenment is paid with ones own Life. In the Sacred land of the Vedas
there are Cheas-Distiples that after thirty years of intendve work are only a the
beginning, in the prologue of their work.
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The Mythomaniac wants to be Enlightened overnight presumes to be wise and believes
himsdf a God.
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CHAPTER 26
THE GOLDEN EMBRYO

The Mydey of the Golden Blossom says "Purify your heart, clean your thoughts, cut
down your appetite and conserve the semen.”

"If thoughts are durable, so too will be the semen; if the semen is durable, so dso will be
the power; if the power islagting, the Spirit will be aswell.

"The power of the kidneys is located under the Symbol of Water. When the impulses are
roused, it flows downwards, directed to the exterior and produces offspring. When it is
directed back by the power of thought, upwardly invading the crucible of the creator, it
refreshes and nourishes heart and body, it is the (ebb-tide method). (These are words
from the cited Taoist text.)"

Let us now transcribe another Tantric Asana by the princdy author of the
ANANGARANGA. Thisisthe posture Utthia:

"This psychica act is caried out danding up. Only men who are physicdly very srong
use this posture:

"A. Firdly the couple stand facing each other, then the man takes the woman between his

knees, he lifts her, supporting her in the crook of his arams and performs intercourse while
she holds his neck.

"B. The man raises one of the woman's legs while she keeps the other firmly on the floor.

Y oung women find this position especidly pleasng.

"C. While the man dstands with his legs spread gpart, the woman holds him in her ams
with her legs round his hips, he supports her with his hands in such a way that she is
completely suspended from him."

Itisvitd, cardina and definitivein life never to gaculate semind fluid.

It is imperative to cause the return of sexud energy inwards and upwards without ever
spilling the "Vesd of Hermes'.

"This method of ebb or recurrence fulfils that rotatory movement of light through which
the forces of the sky and the earth are crystdlized in a Golden Fower in the body.

"Semind energy that is directed outwards (flowing downwards) produces a disspation
and diminishing of Spiritua Consciousness”

Through the sublimation of life and the procreetive forces, the phenomenon of rebirth can
be reeched: the "point of the Vitd Elixir", the "Semind Pearl", is born, thus forming the
Golden Embryo or puer aeternus which develops and transforms our immortd, piritud,
principles.

The wise author of ANANGARANGA teaches us another very interesting Tantric Asana
that | shal subsequently transcribe:

"Elephant Postion: The woman lies down in such a way that her face, breast and belly
touch the bed or rug. The man then approaches her from behind and introduces his virile
member very gently into the vulva, retiring before spasm to avoid gaculaing the semen.”

The Purushayita - Banda makes the woman the active dement whils the man days
passve lying on his back. She postions hersdf on top of the man grasping the Phdlus in
her right hand and introducing it into her Vulva, she then initistes a very dow, ddightful,
erotic movement while invoking Kamadevato hdp her in the MAITHUNA.
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The consecrated woman - the Suvani - knows how to voluntarily clench the sphincter
contralling the Yoni to the maximum, s0 as to avoid orgasm and the loss of sexud fluid.
(Tantric Initistion teaches this way.)

It is gppropriate at this stage to add the following: In the event that an spasm does happen
unexpectedly, the man must prevent semind gaculaion by ingantly withdrawing and
lying on the floor on his back.

In these instances, close the right and left nodtrils by seding them with the forefinger and

thumb of the right hand. Try holding the breath in this way for as long as possble. Send
the nervous current towards the sexua sphincters or escgpe valves with the am of
preventing spilling the Vessd of Hermes. Imagine tha the semind energy ascends
through Idaand Pingda up to the brain.

The Tantric ASANAS taught by the great Initiates in the sacred land of the Ganges are
marvellous for the SAHAJA MAITHUNA.

Chemicd intercourse, metaphysicd copulation of the Tantra Initiation is truly
transcendentadl.

In those moments of unquestionable heavenly ddight, we must entrest our persond
Divine Mother Kunddini - snce every person has their own Igneous Serpent - to
diminate from within us any defect which we have totdly understood in dl the nooks
and crannies of the mind.

She, the Adorable, grasps the lance of Eros and reduces that Diabolic Ego, which
personifies the understood defect, to ashes.

In this way the Essence will be progressvely liberated in keegping with the rate at which
we destroy our Egos.

In this way and by this method the "Semind Pearl” will devdop by the increese in
various percentages of Essence until it transforms into the "Golden Embryo."

Unquestionably, the awakening of the Consciousness evolves marveloudy in the
Mystery of the Golden Blossom.

The Golden Embryo entrusts us with Sdf-Consciousness and Objective Transcendental
Knowledge.

The Golden Embryo transforms usinto conscious citizens of the superior worlds.
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CHAPTER 27

MORTAL HASLIFTED MY VEIL."

The ealy rdigion of Jana or Janism, that is to say, the golden, solar quiritaria and
superhuman doctrine of the Jnasiis absolutely sexud. Thisyou know.

It is written with burning cods in the Book of Life that during the Golden Age d Lacio
and Liguria, the Divine King Janus or Saturn (I.A.O., BACCHUS, JEHOVAH I10D-
HEVE) ruled wisdy over those holy people, dl the Aryan tribes dthough they were of
very diverse origins and eras.

And so, my God!... How happily Jnas and men lived together in such periods of Ancient
Arcadia

From within the ineffable mydtic idyll, commonly cdled "THE ENCHANTMENT OF
GOOD FRIDAY", we fed from the bottom of our hearts that in our sexud organs there
exigs aterribly Divine power which can ether liberate or endave man.

Sexud energy contains within itsdf the living archetype of authentic Solar Man, which
must take shape within us.

Many suffering souls wish to enter transcendentd Monsdvat but unfortunately this is
more than impossible dueto the Vel of 1SS or adamic sexud Vall.

In the ineffable bliss of the Jnas paradise, a divine humanity certanly exigs which is
invisble to mortals senses because of their sins and limitations, born of sexud abuse.

It is written with characters of fire in the great Book of Life that in the Jaina or Jna Cross
is miraculoudy conceded the untold secret of the Great Arcane, the marvelous key of
sexud transmutation.

It is not difficult to comprehend that such a Magic Cross is the same Swadtika of the great
myderies.

Within the ddightful ecstasy of the yearning Soul, we can and ought to come into mystic
contact with Janus, the austere and sublime Hierophant of Jna who in the ancient
continent of Mu taught the Science of Jinas.

In the hidden Tibet, two schools exis which mutudly combat, | refer cealy to the
Mahayana and Hinayana ingtitutions.

In our next chapter we shal speak about the former of these two Indtitutions. For now we
shdl only concern oursdves with the School of Hinayana.

It is evident that the Hinayana Path is in profound depth, Buddhistic and Chridtic.

On this myderious Path we encounter with mysic amazement the faithful guardians of
the Holy Gral or the Initistory Stone, tha is to say, the supreme ReligionSynthess,
which was the earliest in humanity: the doctrine of Sexua Magic.
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Jana, Swana or Jainism is then the doctrine of that ancient God of war and action caled
Janus, the Divine Lord of two faces, androgynous trangpogtion of the Egyptian Hermes
and of many other Gods of the Mayan - Quechuan and Aztec Pantheons, whose imposing
and mgedticdly carved sculptures in the living rock can dill be seen in Mexico.

The Greco-Roman myth ill preserves the memory of the exile of Janus or Janus in
Italy, because Kronos or Saturn had cast him out of heaven, in other words, the legendary
memory of his descent to Earth as an ingructor and guide for humanity in order to give
mankind the primary Naturd Rdigion Jnaor Janiam.

Janisn or Jana is obvioudy dso the mavdlous Sno-Tibetan Doctrine of Dan, Chan
Tsung, Shuan, loan, Huang-Ti or DhyanChoan, characteristics of al the esoteric schools
of the Aryan world with its roots in submerged Atlantis.

The Secret Doctrine, the origind Jainist Doctrine, is based on the Philosopher's Stone, on
X, on the Sahga Maithuna.

Gnogic Doctrine is infinitely superior, much older than Brahmaniam itsdf, it is the
origind Hinayanaschool of the narrow path which leads to the Light.

The truly admirable Doctrine of Sdvation, of which many memories remain in Centrd
Asa and China as wdl as in Univers Masonry, where we dill find surviving, for
example, the symbolic Jain Cross or Swadtika (from the Swan, the Hamsa, the Phoenix,
the Dove of the Holy Spirit or Paraclesus, the Soul of the Temple of the Grail, Nous or
Spirit, which is no other than the Being or Dhyani of man).

Given this regrettable limitation and atachment, which is profoundly emphasized in the
rationdism of the intdlectud anima midakenly caled man, it is not a dl surpriang that
the free and dl-indusve "Truth-Prgnd’ becomes something evasve which is dways
mysterioudy dusive for every thinker.

[llumingtion. This mighty word is in essence and potency used in this chepter to
empathize the transcendental mystic experience that conssts of experiencing the TAO,
True Zen, the Redl.

It is not enough to understand something, we need to secure, to conceive of, to capture,
its inner Sgnificance.

The sixth Patriarch asked the Bodhidharma: "How isit possible to reach TAO?"

The Bodhidharma answered: "Externdly al activity ceases, interndly the mind sops its
agitation. When the mind has become awall, then TAO comes."

It is important to know ta Jgpanese Zen is the same Hindustani Dhyana, the Jnana Pdli,
the Chinese"CH'AN NA" - an extraordinary form of Mahayana Buddhism.

Unquestionably Zen studies and practices dlow us to secure the innermost significance of
the Buddhigt teachings recommended by the Mahayana School, which is smultaneoudy
marvelous antithess and a complement to the Hinayana School of Inner Sdf
Redization.

llluminating Emptiness is impossible to describe in human words. It is indefinable or
indescribable. As was said by be Zen Teacher Hua Jang: "Anything which is sad fals
in the principd point."

Buddhist teaching about Emptiness is comprehensve and profound and requires much
study before being understood.

Only in the aisence of the EGO, can we directly experience Illuminating Emptiness. To
defy the mind is an d&bsurdity because it is in itsdf only a fatd prison for the
Consciousness.

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CHAPTER 29

Goethe's reationship with Fran Von Stein reached. The examined facts support the idea
that this relationship was an ideal correspondence.

"That Goethe did not live, as is known, in complete sexud abdtinence in Itdy, and tha
dter his return home he immediady committed himsdf in a bond with Chridinane
Vulpius, who never refused him anything, dlows the concluson that previoudy he must
have lacked something.

"Undoubtedly,” Wademar continues, "Goethe loved most passonatdy when he was
separated from the object of his desre only in reflection did his love take shape and fill
him with ardour.

"Invariably, when he dlowed his heart's effusveness for Von Stein to pour out from his
quill, hewas redly close to her... much nearer than he could ever physicaly be ."

Herman Grimm dates with reason: "We have seen how his reationship with Lotte Von
Sein is only understandable when we refer dl his passion to the time he is not with her."

It is not superfluous in this chapter to emphasize the idea that Goethe loathed the coitus
of fornicators.

Let him say what he fedd In truth and in poetry he writes. "
raely go out, but our letters - referring to Friederike - were exchanged dl the more
intensdly. | was kept in touch with her circumstances, S0 as to possess the present in such
away that | held before my Soul her worthiness with affection and passion.

"Absence freed me and my indination only flourished as it should in conversdion & a
disance. In those moments | could redly let mysdlf be dazzled by the future.”

In his poem Happiness in absence he clearly expresses his propensty for metgphysica
eroticism.

"Sip, oh youth, of the flower's sacred joy throughout the day in the eyes of the beloved!...

Y et ever thisjoy is greater than anything when remote from the object of love.

Nowhere can | forget her,

Y, | St peacefully at the table with agay spirit and in tota freedom.

And the imperceptible dedluson that maekes love revered and transforms desre into
illuson."

Waddemar commented saying: "The poet was not a dl interested - and this should be
notedin Fran Von Stein as she redly was, only in how he saw her through the pressure of
his own cregtive heart.

"His metaphyscd yearning for the "eternd femae' was projected in such amanner onto
Charlotte that he saw in her the Mother, his beloved one in a word, the Universal
principle or, better expressed, the characteristic idea of Eve. In 1775 he wrote: ‘It would
be a magnificent spectacle to see how the Universe reflected in this soul.

Invariably he would obtan his erotic-poetica
sensations up to the moment in which the Stuation threstened to become serious, then he
would place himself out of danger, in the Patbos of distance.”

Permit us the freedom of dissension with Goethe on this thorny point in his doctrine.

To love someone from a distance, promise much and afterwards forget, to us seems very
cruel; at the bottom of this lies mord deception...

Instead of stabbing adoring hearts, it is better to practice SAHAJA MAITHUNA with a
priestess wife, love her and remain faithful throughout life.

This man comprehended the transcendenta aspect of sex, but missed the mogt subtle
point, thisiswhy he did not achieve INNER SELF-REALIZATION...

Goethe worshipping his Divine Mother  KUNDALINI, filled with ecdtasy, exclams
"Virgin, pure in the most noble sense, mother worthy of veneration,

Queen dected by ourselves and of equa postion to the Gods...!"

Everything disappear, vanish all.

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CHAPTER 32
REINCARNATION
The Bhagavad- Gita, the holy book of Lord Krishna, says the following:

"The Being is not born, does not die, nor reincarnates; it has no origin, is eternal, and
changeless, thefirst of all, and does not die when the body passes away."

Let our Gnostic readers now reflect on the following contradictory and antithetical verse.
" As someone leaves aside their worn out clothes and puts on new ones, so the embodied
Being leaves its spent body and enters a new one."

Two opposing verses from the Great Avatar Krishna. If we did not know the key we
would obviously be confused:

"Leaving the body, taking the path of fire, of light, of the day, of the luminous lunar
fortnight of the northern solstice, those knowledgeable of Brahma, go towards Brahma.
"The yogi who when dead, takes the path of smoke of the dark lunar fortnight and of the
southern solstice, reaches the lunar sphere (the astral world) and is then reborn (returns,
reimbodies).

"These two paths, the bright and the dark, are considered permanent. Through the first,
one is emancipated and through the second, one is reborn (returns).”

We declare that the Being, the Lord incarnate in some perfect creature, can return,
reincarnate...

"When the Lord (THE BEING) acquires a body, or leaves it, He associates with the six
senses or abandons them and passes like the breeze which carries with it the scent of
flowers.

"Directing the ears, the eyes, the organs of touch, taste and smell as well asthe mind, HE
experiences the objects of the senses.

"The ignorant, those who hallucinate, do not see Him when HE takes a body, when HE
leaves it or has experiences associated with the Gunas. On the other hand, those who
have the Eyes of Wisdom see Him."

As an extraordinary document on the doctrine of reincarnation it is worth meditating on
the following verse of Lord Krishna.

"Oh, Bharata! every time that religion deteriorates and irreligion prevails, | incarnate
anew (in other words - | reincarnate) to protect the good, destroy the evil and establish
religion, | incarnate (or reincarnate) in different times."

From dl these verses of Lord Krishna, two conclusions can be logicdly drawn:

2. Those who have not dissolved the EGO, the SELF, the MYSELF, go, after death,
through the path of smoke, of the dark lunar fortnight and the southern solstice, reaching
the Lunar sphere and ae then reborn, RETURN, rembody in this panful Vde of
Samsara.

To deny then, any of these two decreesin fact Sgnifiesafal into barbarism...

There is EVOLUTION in the plant which germinates, develops and grows. There is
INVOLUTION in the plant which gets old and dowly decreases until it becomes
kindling. EVOLUTION exigs in every organism which gedtaes is born and grows.
INVOLUTION exigsin every creature which expires and dies.

ThereisEVOLUTION in every cosmic oneness which emerges from chaos; there is
INVOLUTION in every planet in a Sate of consumption signdled to become a moon, a
corpse...

There is Evolution in every ascending dvilization; there is involution in any descending
culture...

The whed of SAMSARA turns, on the right Sde evoluting Anubis ascends, on the left
involuting Typhon descends.

The ocondition of the intdlectud humanoid dae is excessvdy rdaive and
crcumgantial.

We have been quite judly told that any of the humanoid periods adways conss of a
hundred and eight exigences of both the evolutive and involutive type, more or less
dternating.

To darify: to each raiond humanoid cycle a hundred and eght lives are assigned which
keeps deep drict mahematicd harmony with the number of beads which form the
necklace of Buddha
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After each humanoid epoch, and in accordance with the Laws of Time, Space and
Motion, the Whed of the Arcane 10 of the TAROT inevitably turns and so it is
manifestly clear that the involutive waves of life descend into the interior of the planetary
organism only to reascend later on...
